Our three members have contributed in tota l 
USD 40000 for above two projects and they are now the Major 
Donors. In addition our club has also contributed to both polio 
fund as well as annual fund an amount of Rs 54,500 in total. In 
addition members have also contributed to make our club 
100% PHF. We ofcourse continue to do many of our small 
projects that we refer them as "PEARLS" most important for 
any club -to keep helping the community with their Day To Day 
needs. I am presenting the Bulletin for the month of Nov 2020.

Dr. Raj  Kamal Bhargava, born in 1942, had his initial schooling at Agra and Mathura and at the 

University of Allahabad for B. Sc. (1961), M. Sc. (1963) and University of Rochester, Rochester, NY, 

USA for Ph.D (1969). He was a first rank student all through. He passed the Post Graduate Diploma in 

Marketing and Sales Management, with Distinction, in 1972 from the University of Delhi.  

 

In 2001 he visited the Helsinki School of Economics and Business Administration in Helsinki, Finland to 

conduct a research study under EU ïIndia Project for studying the dynamics of cooperation between 

companies from EU and India. He has served as Advisor to National Centre for Upgradation of Textile 

Education, a center set up by the Ministry of Textiles, Government of India, for leading the pace of 

modernisation in the textile industry and for rewriting the syllabi for textile education. He headed 

organizations like Federation of Indian Chambers of Commerce & Industry and Ericsson India.  

 

He has been a keen student of technology and trends. His current interests include technology for 

security of information and intellectual property. He offers consultancy services and technology solutions 

for prevention of theft of identity of individuals and paper or plastic documents.  

 

Dr. Bhargava has many publications to his credit. He is Fellow/Member of Institute for Defence Studies 
and Analyses, Institution of Electronics   and Telecommunication Engineers, Computer Society of India, 
and National Geographic Society. As a Rotarian since 1990 he has served on several Rotary 
committees and managed Rotary projects for Blood Donation, Polio Eradication, Digital Literacy, Drug 
Abuse Prevention, Awareness against Smoking, TEACH and some others and has held several offices 
at Club level and at the District level.
